MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MoU)
Barnsley Sea Cadets

The aim of Barnsley Sea Cadet Corps (BSSC) (charity ref no 523481) is laid down by its governing body; The Marine Society & Sea Cadets (formally the Sea Cadet Association);

“... is to help young people towards responsible adulthood and to encourage them to reach their potential by developing valuable personal attributes and high standards of conduct, using a nautical theme based on the customs and traditions of the Royal Navy.”
BSSC has been established since 1st Sep 1942 and has consistently maintained to achieve this aim through a vast array of training methods & techniques, resources and strong links with the Royal Navy and associated bodies including recognised organisations such as the Royal Fleet Auxiliary (RFA), Royal Naval Association (RNA) as well as other Cadet Forces.
The following statement is incorporated within the governing document, Sea Cadet Regulations;

“These objects (RNA) have much in common with those of the SCC. 

8.12.3 The involvement of RNA members with Sea Cadet Units can enhance cadets’ activities and training and stir their interest in the Royal Navy. Those Units that have a Marine Cadet Detachment (MCD) should make contact with the local RMA for the same reasons. 

8.12.4 COs/OiCs and Unit Chairmen (UC) are encouraged to seek their local RNA/RMA Branch’s practical and active interest in their Unit by inviting: 

Branch representatives to attend Unit activities and ceremonial occasions. 

Branch representatives to stand for election to UMCs. 

Individual RNA/RMA members to instruct classes on particular subjects. 

Individuals RNA/RMA members to join Units as Officers or instructors. 

In return, Sea Cadet Units are encouraged to support the activities of their local RNA/RMA Branch by providing uniformed cadets at social and ceremonial events, guards and bands where appropriate and, possibly, help in running the RNA/RMA Club.”

Barnsley Royal Naval Association

Barnsley Royal Navy Association (BRNA) (charity ref no 1066015) is governed centrally by the Royal Naval Association HQ (RNAHQ), London, under the Royal Charter of 1954.

Its aim includes;

“...to further the efficiency and well being of the Service, preserve its traditions and encourage recruiting. To foster comradeship and "esprit de corps" amongst those who have served or are serving in Our Naval Forces. To provide facilities for bringing Members together. To perpetuate the memory of those members of our Naval Forces who have died; in the service of their country…”
BRNA was established on the 24th March 1990 and maintains a firmly established branch upholding the values and aims of the RNAHQ. These include helping ex service men in need, arranging trips to naval interests for members as well as non members, donating funds to local charities and attending local and national parades in memory of fallen shipmates & servicemen.
The following statement is included within the Royal Charter 1954;
“…4. In furtherance of the above objects, the Association shall have the following

powers:-

(4) To assist youth organisations which have a specific nautical

connection and especially the Sea Cadet Association.”

The Agreement

It is recognised by both BSSC and BRNA that though their aims are different, both have very similar objectives and that through working together and by forming stronger and closer links, each organisation can become even more firmly established in the Barnsley area resulting in;

· increased numbers/membership, 

· increased funding through fundraising and membership, 

· increased activity through training and outside visits,

· Closer and improved understanding between ‘Sailors of the Past and Sailors of the Future’. Thus maintaining the RN History and Heritage.
To this end it has been agreed by both parties that BRNA hold all future meetings including GM’s, AGM’s, EGM’s and Social Events (including similar) at Barnsley Sea Cadet HQ;

The Terms
1. BSSC will muster every Mon-Thurs evening 1830-2130 with sole use of the premises.  

2. BRNA will muster for a General Meeting as agreed with BSCC Unit Chairman/Commanding Officer with sole use of the premises. Local arrangements are to be made with the CO.

3. BRNA will muster for all other meetings including EGM’s, AGM’s and social events as agreed with the BSCC Unit Chairman/Commanding Officer locally, with sole use of the premises.

4. Parking will be available within the compound to BRNA members and guests for regular meetings and through prior arrangement for EGM’s, AGM’s and social events.
5. BSSC will provide Insurance to include liability to members and guests of BRNA for all events within the scope of the MoU.
6. Members of the BRNA will be made most welcome to further interact with Sea Cadet activities where appropriate, subject to Health and Safety and pre-requisite administration.
7. The Wardroom will be made available to BRNA members and guests for meetings as mentioned above and the BRNA committee and members are to make themselves familiar with the Mess Rules. The Wardroom Mess Manager (1st Lt, BSCC) will oversee the running of the Wardroom. The Wardroom does not currently operate a Licensed bar, though BRNA would be welcome to apply for ‘Occasional Licence’ if so required for future functions.
8. Artefacts and memorabilia including flags may be brought into the Wardroom and will remain the property of BRNA.

9. BRNA are not required to make any payments towards the use of the premises.
10. The BSSC minibus will be made available to BRNA for official use (subject to availability) though fuel will have to be supplied by the user/s. Arrangements to be made locally with the CO

11. This agreement is in no way legally binding and is drawn up to form a mutual understanding between the two parties. It will be reviewed annually by both parties to be updated as necessary.
